The student's status as a doctoral
student is established upon
enrolment, or in the case of
individual preparation, upon
completion of the complex
examination.
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The successful candidate may
establish a legal relationship in the
semester for which he/she was
admitted during the admission
procedure.

Admitted doctoral students must
register in person at the Doctoral
School secretariat during the
registration period.
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If the doctoral student fails to
register during the registration
period through no fault of his/her
own, he/she will be liable to pay a
fee.
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From the second semester onwards,
the doctoral student registers in
Neptun during the registration
period and declares whether he/she
will continue his/her studies or
discontinue his/her studies.

Enrolment can be initiated by
filling in and signing the
enrolment form.

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Students must notify the Doctoral
School of their request for a break
by 31 August for the autumn
semester and by 31 January for the
spring semester.

Enrolment is completed by
authenticating the enrolment
form.

The Doctoral School may
authorise the suspension of the
student's legal status for a
maximum of three times for a total
of four semesters.

At the doctoral student's request,
the Doctoral Council of the
Discipline may authorise the

suspension of the doctoral student's
legal status, provided that the

doctoral student must duly prove
the existence of a circumstance.

Continuing status is granted to
doctoral students who enrol in the
first semester; who declare their
intention to continue their studies
in the following semesters; and
who earn the specified number of
credits per semester.
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The doctoral student may earn
credits for the activity carried out
during the suspension period in the
first active semester following the

suspension.
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During the suspension period, the
doctoral student may collect data,
carry out scientific research,
publish, participate in scientific
conferences and proposals.

During the suspension, no
scholarship may be paid, the
doctoral student may not
participate in the training, may not
earn credits and may not pay
training fees.
